Ringmer AFC was formed in 2020, when Ringmer FC and AFC Ringmer

merged and moved onto a new 3G pitch behind King's Academy School. 

Coming after Ringmer FC folded in 2018 and sold their ground, The
Caburn, to property developers, the project to build the Caburn

Community Ground and merge the two clubs on the new site was
several years in the making. Committee members, management and

players from both clubs came together to forge a new structure, which
would be guided by one clear Mission Statement.

This has remained ever since, and reads as follows: "Striving to become
a sustainable asset of value to the wider community through first-class

facilities, access, and opportunity for all. Proudly providing a high-
quality level of football with a focus on developing a pathway for local

players."

A copy of this Mission Statement is featured on a plaque outside the
Caburn Community Ground clubhouse. We view this as our guiding

principle to all work we do as a Club, shaping everything we do for the
Ringmer community. Since experiencing our first season in the strange

conditions of Covid-19, Ringmer AFC has since grown every year to
encompass even more sides. Today, the Club comprises four men's
senior sides, two men's under-18 teams, a Ladies team, a Ladies Flex
(Over-30s) side, a Ladies under-18 team, men's Veterans (Over-35s)

and Masters (Over-45s) sides, and two men's Walking Football teams
(Over-50s and Over-60s). 

After regularly competing at the top of the Mid Sussex Football League
(MSFL) Premier Division, including winning the 2023-24 title, we were

delighted to achieve promotion last season to make this our first season
in the Southern Combination Football League.
