IN a perfect world, a life-saving defibrillator will hang up on
the wall on every sports club or facility in the world and
simply gather dust.

Sadly, though, there are occasions when these
remarkable bits of kit are brought into use —and they might
just save a life!

Take last weekend for example when The NLP became
aware of three separate medical emergencies, including
one where the life of an assistant referee was saved by a
hero team captain

Martin Weedon, 73, - an official of more than 40 years
-was running the line for Desborough Town'’s Spartan South
Midlands League Division One Cup semi-final against
Belstone when he twice collapsed during the early stages
of the game.

The match was immediately abandoned while Mr Weedon
was treated on the pitch by Belstone captain Mitchell
Swain - a firefighter by day —and the two team physios,
Desborough’s Carl Mallett and Alan Dunphy, of Belstone.

The heroics trio deployed the defibrillator kept at the
ground to restart his heart and bring him back to life before
Mr Weedon was rushed from Desborough’s VPK Stadium
to Kettering General Hospital, less than five miles away, to
undergo treatment.

“If Desborough hadn’t had a defibrillator, Martin would
have died 100%,” Mr Weedon'’s son-in-law Andy Hobbs
told BBC Sport after learning of the incident from Desborough
manager Neil Healey.

“It's so important that sports venues of all sizes have
them because they save lives.”

“Neil called me to say Martin had collapsed and had
stopped breathing and they were going to use a defibrillator
on him.

“Apparently he collapsed once but tried to carry on.
One of the players from the opposing team was worried
and told the referee he didn't like the look of him and
within a few seconds, he had fallen again.

“| believe their captain is medically trained and he and
the others did an amazing job, they followed the right
procedures.”

Sadly, Desborough wasn’t the only place to be thrown
into an emergency situation last Saturday.

Coventry United also revealed on Sunday that their
chairman Raymond Nowack collapsed suddenly after their
home United Counties League match with Northampton

ON Chenecks.

A statement read: “Thanks to the incredible work of
our staff, especially our physio Lucy Stead, as well as
assistance from manager Terry Anderson, Serena from the
Butts Park Arena, the Northampton physio and assistant
referee Kieron Large, plus the speedy response of the
ambulance crew, Ray received immediate treatment and
was swiftly taken to hospital He has since been released
and is now resting at home.”

And there was a further incident nearby, at Midland
League Division Three side Leamington Hibernian, where
the club revealed that an unnamed player had suffered a
“heart attack” during their game with AFC Balsall.

The Step 8 club said on X: “Itis in times like this that put
things into perspective and shows the togetherness of the
football family in coming together to help and support
each other.”

While it is unclear what medical procedures were
deployed on the patients at Coventry and Leamington, it
only serves as a fitting reminder, if one was ever needed, of
the importance of installing a defibrillator at your local
club’s facility as a matter of priority and urgency.

In his NLP column last April, Francis Duku, a former
Non-League defender and founder of The Sports Circle -a
movement that aims to make communities healthier using
the medium of sports & exercise - told how there are more
than 30,000 out-of-hospital cardiac arrests in the UK every
year — with a survival rate of less than one in ten.

The Sports Circle are successfully working alongside
the JE3 Foundation, set up to honour the legacy of former
professional footballer and National League winning manager
Justin Edinburgh, who went into cardiac arrest at his local
gym in June 2019 and passed away five days later.

Founder of the JE3 Foundation, Edinburgh’s son Charlie,
is leading calls for legislative change on the installation of
Automated External Defibrillators within health and sports
facilities, while raising awareness of cardiac arrest, delivering
CPR training and empowering every person to act fast,
with the right skills and access to life-saving resources.

“Early CPR and defibrillation can significantly improve
survival chances,” Duku said.

“|f something happened near you at a game orjustin
the street, would you know what to do?

“Through the JE3 Foundation, Justin’s legacy shines
brightly.”

The events of Desborough last weekend are certainly
testament to that.

Following the disappointing Valentines result at
title rivals Maldon & Tiptree, The Seasiders were
back to winning ways under the Friday night lights,
with Stanway Rovers soundly beaten 3-0. It was
still very much advantage to M&T though, so when
news came through on the Saturday afternoon
that Kevin Horlocks men were 2-O down very early
at relegation threatened Downham Town,
optimism was once again renewed.

North Norfolk with a point, but the result certainly
put the cat amongst the pigeons as most
observers expected an away win.

The following Tuesday Maldon & Tiptree hosted
Stanway in a crucial fixture at Park Drive, and a
handful of Felixstowe & Walton fans decided to
head down to Essex to take in the match. It was
goalless at the break, thanks mainly to some
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outstanding saves at both ends by both Elliot
Justham (no salad please) and our old keeper
Callum Robinson, who saved Maldon'’s weekly
penalty on the stroke of half time.

During the break we took up an earlier
invitation from Barrie Drewitt-Barlow to enjoy
some half time hospitality and tucked into a
lovely hot serving of stir-fried noodles and
spring rolls. Mistley John decided to test the
white leather chairs to see if a couple of spilt
noodles would leave a stain. Thankfully they did



not, otherwise we would have had an invoice
placed in our hands | expect......

When Stanway took the lead after 79 minutes
or so, the cheer from the Seasiders contingent
was arguably louder than the travelling Stanway
fans. In truth, there were very few from Colchester,
and it once again made us appreciate what we
have here in Suffolk. Maldon levelled things up
in stoppage time, and we left the ground once
again feeling like the race was very much on,
with Maldon now having dropped four points in
as many days.

Along the touchlines at Park Drive | was
joined by my fellow car passengers Mistley John
and Double Rum Carl, Phil and Gary (our very
own Statler and Waldorf) Shaun, Stefan (minus
his cameras), Cheryl (minus her clipboard) Steve
Foley (minus his tannoy microphone) and
Chantelle, as well as young midfielder Will Jones
(minus his boots) and his Dad, Mr Jones. Shaun
went to the toilet shortly after the second half
started and that was the last | saw of him, but he
counts as being present!!

Talking of microphones, there was the rather
unusual sight behind the goal of a YouTuber that

calls himself @Jensennotbutton. Jensen was
leading the M&T lads in the singsongs with a
loud-hailer, and he also held a lightshade for the
entirety of the game, which | later discovered
houses his microphone for his broadcasts. | am
told that he often goes to games with random
items, for example a turntable has been spotted,
and a 3 foot fence panel. Another “vlogger” was
also in attendance, | am unsure of his name but if
you watch these groundhop videos you might
have seen him before, he usually dresses like he
is going skiing after the match.

So on to Saturday, and the first ever F&W visit
to Takeley FC. Around 172 miles from Bishop’s
Stortford. Struggling near the foot of the table,
Takeley have played recent home games on
neutral grounds at both Newmarket and Aveley
due to their pitch being permanently waterlogged,
but there was no mention of a pitch inspection,
and the rain had stopped in the last few days, so
we set off in cars around 10.30am.

Shaun was driving Pete, Carl, and Brad, whilst |
picked up Lorro and young Isaac and we headed




off to collect Mistley John from, well Mistley......

As | pulled up next to him outside his home
and opened the driver’s window to say hi, John
immediately thrust his phone in my face. Games
off, he said. Look, games off. All | could see on
his phone screen was “No notifications” so |
told him to get in the car, | do not believe a word
of it (John has form for this type of behaviour, or
at least his alter-ego Manningtree Dave does)
But alas, it was true. Confirmed on the WhatsApp
group chat by Stuart Daynes with words that will
stay with me for a while. | wish | was joking, but
I’'m not. Game OFF (1109 hrs).

This was not how our day was supposed to
play out. A quick look at fixtures elsewhere, and
the shortlist was Maldon (been there twice in 2
weeks) Cambridge City (bit of a trek as neutrals)
or Brantham, which we decided upon. At least
we could give the bottom side a shout, they
need all the help they can get since alienating
their young fanbase this season. John suggested
a couple of pubs close by, but these were not
due to open until noon, so instead we headed
to Manningtree train station, and in particular to
their award-winning station buffet-cum-pub. It
was full of football fans as usual on a Saturday,
mainly lpswich fans heading to Portman Road for
the visit of Swansea City. There were also 2-3
Heybridge Swifts fans, today’s opponents for
Brantham, and one solitary Swansea fan (he lives
in Colchester).

Alas, before the boys had time to fully
appreciate their 2nd pint,”"Wise Owl” Phil
messaged. The Brantham match is also off.
Lightning had struck twice in the space of an
hour. A debate ensued; Should we go home or
find another game? In the end, as driver, | was
given the casting vote, and so we decided on
The Essex Senior League encounter between
league leaders Little Oakley and Hullbridge
Sports. The Acorns, as Little Oakley are known,
are currently top of their step 5 league and look
likely to be competing in The Isthmian North
next season, so it would be interesting to gauge
the difference in quality between the 2 steps.

The match was an uninspiring affair, which
the home side won 1-O, thanks to an early headed
goal from centre half Daniel Keeble from a corner.
The ground was small but tidy, with a main stand
situated over the far side past the dug outs, so
sitting entirely in one half of the pitch. 2 small,
terraced stands were behind the near goal from
the clubhouse, but 20 yards apart, either side of
the goal, rather than behind the goal itself. It did
appear a bit hap-hazard, but it's obviously been
done like that for a reason.

But Little Oakleys crown jewel was their
clubhouse. A well-stocked ‘L’ shaped bar (with
coffee available for us drivers) and an array of tall
round tables with plenty of seating for all. Hot
food was available from 2pm, with Isaac
enjoying 2 x cheeseburger’s and 2 x chips,
whilst the rest of us went for single portions or
just chips in my case. The chips were hotter than
the centre of the earth though, and there was no
pre-warning of this, which | learnt to my cost.




The locals were extremely friendly, and we
were told by many to come back again one day,
as it was nice to hear some noise in the ground.
It's not often a game is played between teams
wearing blue/black and yellow, with the loudest

An enjoyable day out, not what we had expected
when we set out, but the late postponement is
far worse for the players and management than
us fans. They have trained hard and prepared all
week for a fixture, all | had to do was setan alarm.
| even heard Dougie French got all the way to
Takeley, but that may have been just a rumour.

And if you're wondering about the other
Seasiders: Well Shaun, Pete, Carl and Brad made
it as far as Capel St. Mary before heading back
to Felixstowe where they stayed in the pub all
afternoon; Gary Hills and his lovely wife Sharon
went to Cambridge City v Waltham Abbey (1-0).
Not-so-Wise Owl Phil (*) and his lovely wife
Michaela/Mykala went to Maldon & Tiptree v
Brightlingsea Regent (3-0) and Steve Isaacs, John
Kimble (and maybe others unknown to me) went
to Ipswich Wanderers v Fakenham Town (4-0).

(*) I say Not-so-Wise Owl, as the information
Phil had passed on regarding the Brantham
game being postponed turned out to be incorrect
information. It was their U23’s game that had
been called off. In hindsight, this worked in our
favour, as Little Oakley was a far better place to
watch football, compared to the Brantham Leisure

Centre, and at least we saw a goal, Brantham’s
game ending O-0.

We promised the Acorns Chairman we would
come back next season, but as neutrals, not fora
league game between our two sides, as we
really do not want to be in the same league as
each other for 2026/27.

With the original fixture at Takeley postponed as
late as T1am on the day of the match on February
28th, the Isthmian League were quick to find a
new date 10 days later, and the usual array of
Seasiders set off for the clubs first ever visit to
Takeley FC.

Talk in the clubhouse soon centred around the
team news, and with Toby Stevenson suspended
and Tom Warren still not 100% fit, Mr Dependable
Ollie Caley-Brown was switched to left back
with Josh Hitter at right back. Hugh and Joe were
also absent and so Billy Holland was filling in at
centre half.

Carl kindly bought my tea, a very tasty
Cheeseburger and Chips from the busy, but rather
slow, food hut next door to the clubhouse. That
is not a criticism; | guess they had not done their
homework and the lady serving had told me
they had sold more food and drinks by 7.30 than

they usually do all night.

We decided to break with tradition and stand
behind Harry's goal for the first half. Although it
is great to see the goals flying in from close
quarters, Wrighty does make some outstanding
saves, and is chattier than the opponents
keeper, when in a good mood!!

Josh Mayhew opened the scoring after 11
minutes, but we were not ahead for long, with
parity quickly with a good old-fashioned
centre-half header from a set piece. We should
have been behind on 25 minutes, as the Takeley
danger man Kian Cocking burst through, but
was denied by an incredible Harry Wright save.

We all have a tendency to let football take over
our lives. It's not a great personality trait, but in
the flow of a game it’s easy to get caught up in
the emotion of it. And for most of us, once the
final whistle has blown, we put those emotions
away and get on with our lives, working and
living among fans who just a few days earlier we
saw as mortal enemies. But it's refreshing when a
story comes along where those rivalries are put
aside during the game, for a cause the goes beyond
rivalry, beyond football and beyond sport. When
ADO den Haag travelled to Feyenoord in 2016,
they found a cause that achieved just that.

Feyenoord are one of the great clubs of Dutch
football, really one of the two giants, although
PSV have turned that into a big three in this
century. Their rivalry with Ajax is legendarily
fierce, but there is one club in the Netherlands
for whom the hatred of Feyenoord may just run
even deeper. ADO, from The Hague, are one of
the Netherlands’ fallen giants, having been
competitive in the past and developed a strong
rivalry with both of the Dutch megaclubs. As
their quality on the pitch has waned, their intensity
in the stands has grown, leading to a number of
hooliganism incidents. A visit to Rotterdam, then,
was expected to be fiery and troublesome, with
both fans creating an intimidating atmosphere.

But then word got around that, despite the
rivalry, patients from the local children’s hospital
would be given the chance to watch the game.
The Rotterdam Children’s Hospital is the oldest
in the Netherlands, and the club had invited

them to support their team. But, in an act that
might have been breathtakingly foolish in other
circumstances, the tickets provided by Feyenoord
to allow them to attend meant that the children
would be sitting in the seats below the away
section. They would be within reach of the fans
of one of Feyenoord's rivals.

ADO fans saw the opportunity, and they
seized it. A heavy police presence was in and
around the stadium, and nobody was quite sure
what to expect. Except ADO'’s supporter’s club,
who had heard about the attendance of the
children. They sent around a message to all
matchgoing fans, and when the away contingent
turned up in Rotterdam there was no rivalry, and
no risk of violence. Away fans, en masse, were
dressed as clowns.

The game kicked off, and in the 12th minute
the fun really began. Suddenly, objects were
being thrown by the ADO fans into the children’s
section of the stadium. Police watched on -
throwing this across the stadium is technically
prohibited - but they simply applauded. This was
the second part of the ADO supporter’s club’s
plan, that every fan would bring with them a
stuffed toy, and drop them down to the children
throughout the game. Police started to applaud,
and home fans cheered away fans throughout
the game.

The children were deluged in soft toys by the
time the final whistle blew. They were paraded
out onto the pitch where all fans - home and away
alike - sung You'll Never Walk Alone to them. The



day out raised €35,000 for the hospital, home and
away fans were united. ADO lost the game 3-1, but
nobody really cared, and nobody really remembered
as the actions of the day stole the headlines.

The action has, to an extent, taken the heat
out of the rivalry between the two teams. The
soft toy throwing has become an annual tradition
when ADO visit Feyenoord now, and in 2019
4000 toys were thrown, burying the visiting
children and ensuring that every child in the
ground and in the hospital could get something
from the gesture.

Unfortunately, ADO aren’t the strong team
they once were, and they now bounce between
the Eredivsie and the Eerste Divisie, meaning their
annual tradition has become sporadic. Fortunately
for the patients of the Children’s Hospital, Excelsior

have also taken up the tradition when they play
Feyenoord, so there are twice as many toys. As
far away as Seville fans were inspired too, with
Betis supporters doing something similar for
children from their local hospital.

Football can get a bad press. In the UK it often
seems that simply being a football fan is enough
to put you under suspicion and the media reports
any incident with a view that fans are guilty
before any other facts are established. But this
just shows that, even in the most intense rivalries,
football fans are just humans too. And when it
comes to putting a smile on a child’s face, we are
united, even if the action on the pitch sometimes
lets us down.

Enjoy the game.

REDBRIDGE I-'l:

A Brief History 1934 - 2025

FORMATION, MERGERS AND NAMES

The Club’s roots lie in the car industry which has
long been a staple of the economy in this corner of
East London and Essex, and give us several ‘sister’
clubs both locally and nationally. Previously know
as Ford United F.C. which dated from a 1958 or ‘59
merger between two older clubs, Ford Sports F.C.
(Dagenham) and Briggs Sports F.C., both of which
were founded in 1934. Up until WW?2, the latter
actually began life as Briggs Motor Bodies F.C. and
entered a team in the London League under that
name between 1935 and ‘51. The Ford United
Club was in serious problems at the start of 1995/6
season, however, as sponsorship was lost and
disbanding seemed a real danger, until Vice-Chairman
George Adams enlisted Sky Sports as sponsors,
rescuing the Club. Nicknamed ‘The Motormen’,
they play in Blue Shirts and White Shorts. The name
of Ford United was to end forever when the club
was changed at the start of the 2004/05 season to
Redbridge Football Club in a bid to gain more local
support and become firmly established as the
highest placed football club in the London
Borough of Redbridge.

GROUNDS

Briggs Sports played at the Victoria Road ground,
now famous as home of Dagenham & Redbridge.
Ford United’s old ground was the Ford Sports &
Social Club in Rush Green. Romford F.C. shared the
ground in 1995/6, providing valuable funds ata
difficult time. Sadly, this pleasant ground was ruled
unacceptable to the Isthmian League in summer of
2000 since its owners, Ford Motor Company,
would grant only a yearly lease, so some 40 years
of history there came to an end. A new home was
leased at Oakside Stadium the home of Barkingside
F.C. who became tenants at the ground until they
moved out at the end of the 2013/14 season.

LEAGUES

Briggs Motor Bodies won the London League in
1937 & ‘39, actually pipping Ford Sports to the title
in ‘37 - the first of two successive runners-up spots.
The London League Park Royal Cup (for lower
division clubs) was won by Briggs Sports in ‘37 and




their reservesin ‘50. Ford Sports” membership of this
league ran from 1935 to ‘53, winning Div 2 East in
1939. Briggs played in the Spartan League from 1945,
winning East Div 1in 1947, and the League Cup in
‘57,58, and '59. They enjoyed unparalleled success
in the Premier Division, as their positions from’49/50
to 58/59 read; 1st,2nd,1st,2nd,2nd, 2nd, Ist,1st, 1st,
1st: following the merger on the back of 4 titles, the
next Spartan winners were Staines Town. Ford Sports
also played in the Spartan League during 1938, 1945
and 1952-58.

The newly merged club joined the new Aetolian
League in 1959/60, and became the first Champions,
a feat they repeated in 1962: in between, they were
runners-up in ‘61 when they also won the League Cup.
Fortunes of both the club and the League began to
wane in the 60’'s, whereupon we switched to the
Greater London League in 1964. This was won in
1971, a year after being runners-up and capturing
the League Cup then between 71-74 we played in
the Metropolitan London League.

In 1974 we moved to the Essex Senior League,
and here we were champions in 1992, runners-up in
‘94, and remained until earning promotion to the
Isthmian (Ryman) League in 1997, on the back of
another Essex Senior League title (and League Cup
final appearance) and a much improved ground.
We finished in 5th spot in our first season, and with
Jeff Wood contributing a league’s best 35 goals,
Ford Untied won Division 3 in

1999, scoring 110 goals in 38 games in the
process - also the best in the League. We continued
our rapid rise in 2000, when we romped to promotion.
Wood bagging a remarkable 42 goals as we finished
3rd in Division 2.

42 goals as we finished 3rd in Division 2. Another
two successive promotions followed firstly with a 3rd
place finish in season 2000/01 and then by becoming
champions of the Ryman Division 1in 2001/02. This
coincided with a change of ground to the Oakside
Stadium in Barkingside which was quickly updated
to an A-grading so being able to host Ryman League
football. Ryman Premier football was finally achieved
but started with the departure of manager Denis
Elliott and in came Craig Edwards whose first season
in charge saw a 15th place finish as well as London
Senior Cup runners up. The following season saw
the club finish in 13th position which meant that we
would qualify to enter the Nationwide Conference
South in season 2004-05.

Ford United started season 2004-05 in the newly
formed Nationwide Conference South under the

new name of Redbridge FC in an attempt to gain
more support and become recognised as the highest
placed football side in the London Borough of
Redbridge. Unfortunately this proved to be a bridge
to far for the club both on and off the pitch and we
suffered relegation and a bottom place finish whilst
also losing manager Craig Edwards halfway through
the season as he was to be replaced with Ex Ford
United and Fulham goalkeeper Jim Stannard. One
success to come out of this season was the excellent
Redbridge FC Under 18’s side who as well as winning
the Eastern Junior Alliance League and Cup also
captured the Essex Pelly Cup and made it through
to the 3rd round of the FA Youth Cup only to be
beaten by previous winners Middlesbrough. The
following season saw the club back in the Ryman
Premier League but a second successive relegation
was soon to follow which saw the club playing in
the newly formed Ryman Division One North.

A change in management halfway through the
season saw llford manager and ex Ford united
player Allan Fenn join the club but was unable to
stop the side from a bottom place finish. The
following season was disappointing with a 16th
place finish and resulted in Fenn being replaced in
the summer break by ex Wimbledon and Bolton
striker Dean Holdsworth. Dean led us to a 3rd place
finish and a play off final only to see us lose out in a
dramatic penalty shoot-out against Canvey Island.

Unfortunately, after only one season Dean moved
on to become the new manager of Conference
South side Newport County and this resulted in
most of the squad breaking up. Ex Ford united
player Jay Devereux took over and his first task was
to rebuild the squad from scratch after most of the
team moved on during the summer break. His first
season finished with a respectable 9th place finish
after a season which was hampered with floodlight
problems at the Oakside and after the side got off
to a slow start the next campaign and without a
financial budget, he decided it best to leave the club.

First team coach Dave Ross took over as manager
for the remainder of the season. Poor winter weather
affected the side at the start of 2010 and the team
initially struggled with a fixture pile up, but Ross
managed to keep the side in the league avoiding
relegation.

The following season Kris Taylor joined up with
Ross to form a dual management team however after a
bad start to the season which saw the club sitting
bottom of the league Ross was asked to step down.
Kris Taylor was confirmed as first team manager after
talks broke down with Kevin Durrant who looked all
set to join the club. Taylor’s tenure ended in Dec



2010 when his work commitments affected the
amount of time demanded to run a club of this
stature meant he was unable to give 100% to the
management of the team. First team coach Jody
Brown was appointed manager on a short-term
basis just before Christmas 2010 and he was able to
bring some stability and stave of relegation with
three games of the season remaining.

Chairman Dan Holloway moved quickly at the
end of the season to make the changes that will
bring the structure and stability needed at a football
club at this level. Terry Spillane was appointed first
team manager after a highly successful spell with
Stansted with Jody Brown reverting to a coaching role.

The team ended the season well finishing 6th
place just 4 points off the play off positions.
However, soon after the season finished, Chairman
Dan Holloway resigned from the club due to
personal reasons and, with the playing budget due
to be cut, manager Terry Spillane felt it was not
possible to take the team any further and he and his
footballing staff left to join fellow Ryman One North
side Maldon & Tiptree.

A new joint management team made up of Del
Robinson and ex Gravesend and Northfleet legend
Steve Portway took charge for the 2012/13 season.
After a poor start to the season, the team improved
in the second half of the season and fought off

survival on the last day to finish 20th and secure
another season at Ryman Level. During preseason
Jim Chapman stepped down as chairman stepping
aside for Imran Merchant who joined from London
Bari. He brought in Ricky Eaton who joint up with
the returning Dave Ross to form a dual management
team.

After just one season Imran stepped down as
Chairman due to personal reasons and ex Chairman
Jim Chapman took control in the boardroom once
again. The management team of Ricky and Dave
stayed on becoming directors of the club and
started to make improvements around the ground.

On the pitch however with no playing budget
the team found the going tough and ended the
season in 23rd place but were able to escape
relegation when handed a reprieve due to Southern
League side Clevedon Town being demoted over a
ground grading rule.

The 2015/16 season was one of disappointment
as the club struggled on the pitch winning just 8
league matches all season seeing them finish in
bottom position suffering relegation back to the
Essex Senior League for the first time in 19 years.
Jimmy Chapman stepped down as Chairman
handing over to Ricky Eaton who combined his role
alongside being joint 1st team manager with newly
appointed Joey May and wasted no time in making



much needed improvements around the ground
such as changing rooms/refreshment bar and the
club house.

In Jan 2019 Ricky Eaton stepped down from his
role as manager to solely concentrate on his
chairman duties and wasted no time in bringing
across May & Baker manager Micky Wetherall well
known to the football club and bringing in an
entirely new side, he managed to lead the team to a
12th place finish.

The following season Redbridge was sitting in
8th position when the season was declared null and
void due to the Covid-19 pandemic. The 2020/21
season eventually started in September however
Micky decided to step down due to personal reasons
and was soon replaced by ex Aveley Reserves
manager George Christou however his first season
was also cut short as the season was curtailed early
due to the ongoing pandemic.

After two seasons of disruption due to the
pandemic the 2021/22 was fully completed and
George led his side to a 3rd place finish however
went one better the following season finishing
runners up resulting in an Inter League Play Off Final
against Step Four Side Haywards Heath Town. A
3-2 victory secured promotion back to the Isthmian
North Division after 7 years away in what was an
unforgettable season setting new club records
along the way with 10 consecutive wins and 12
consecutive clean sheets. A first season back at
Step Four saw a mid-table finish however the
superb Essex Senior Cup victory along with a strong
run in the FA Trophy saw us crowned Isthmian North
team of the season 2023/24.

George stepped down in Oct 24 and was
eventually replaced by Basildon United manager

Chris Taylor who had a superb start winning his first
four games before leading us to a 12th place finish.

NOTABLE PEOPLE:

Probably the most successful ex Ford United player
was Peter Brabrook; an outside right who joined
Chelsea in 1954 and went on to appear 488 times
in the League with The Blues, West Ham and Orient.
He also played 3 times for England (including a World
Cup-tie v USSR), represented England U23, Youth,
and the League, and won the FA Cup and Cup Winners
Cup with West Ham. Playing in the 1954 Amateur Cup
Semiwas Les Allen, then 16, who went on to score 112
goalsin 291 League games for Chelsea, Spurs and QPR,
as well as representing England U23 and the Football
League XI. Mick Flannagan went on to play for QPR,
Charlton, Crystal Palace and Spurs; and others who
progressed to the pro’ ranks included Jimmy Stannard
(Fulham, Southend, Millwall, Gillingham goalkeeper),
Nicky Hammond (Arsenal, Swindon), Laurie Abrahams
(Charlton), Doug Barton (Reading, Newport), John
Dunn (goalkeeper at Chelsea, Torquay, Aston Villa
and Charlton) and more recently Glenn Poole who
recently played at Brentford. The England Amateur
and Great Britain Olympic sides of the ‘50s and
‘60s contained Derek Shewring, Ernie Childs,
George Bunce, and Alf Noble (later at Colchester).
Numerous players have gained Essex representative
caps/badges: Seniors: Ernie Childs, JL Morgan, HW
Jarvis, AGH Smith, RL Bumpstead, R Hammond,
HW Green, C Guiver (all Briggs Sports), D Harris
(Ford United) Juniors: SE Clark (Ford Sports), E Smith
(Briggs Sports). Roger Bond holds the appearance
record. Jimmy Chapman although now retired from
the game managed to combine his role of
goalkeeper and Chairman for many seasons.
