IT'S BEEN A GAME OF TWO HALVES

The Cardinal Tales by Mark Doyle

The Cardinals are fortunate to have one of

the most distinctive playing strips in England
and this season’s home shirt takes another
modern twist to our beloved halves with the
addition of the fleur-de-lis incorporated into
the background of the red half. The fleur-de-lis
is taken from the first and fourth quarters of the
Woking crest from the Beaufort family, owners
of the Woking Manor from 1416. Have our
famous cardinal and white halves, one half of
which spawned our nickname, always been so
quirky, how long have they been around and
what's their Cardinal Tale?

Woking FC started its existence after holding

a public meeting at The Railway Hotel (The
Sovereigns) in October 1887. So, on the
afternoon of November the 5th 1887 Woking
played their first ever match, against Chertsey
on the Wheatsheaf, the players changed in
the Wheatsheaf Hotel and drew water from

the Hotel well to bathe. Although our first run
out was in red and white - it wasn’t halves
that appeared - but stripes. The kit in which
the fledgling club started off this 138-year
footballing journey was likely to have been a
handed down strip of red and white stripes.
The change to our now iconic cardinal and
white halves was to come very soon after,
cardinal was a popular colour of the time and
the halved design layout was common in
Victorian England, being heavily influenced by
our public-school system.

Being a southern club following the Amateur
gentleman’s footballing code our shirts in
those early days were often a mix and match
affair, with the players providing their own
shorts and socks. On occasions Woking teams
often sported fully halved, harlequin halved,
quartered or all white with cardinal trimmed
shirts all in the same match day team. Club



badges on the shirt were to first appear

briefly in 1908, when the wife of the club's
assistant Secretary Mrs Louisa Duplock of
Horsell, hand sewed a black monogrammed
“TWFC"” badge on to the pockets of our shirts to
commemorate Woking's great achievement

in reaching the FA Cup first round against
Bolton Wanderers, incidentally Mrs Duplock’s
relatives still follow the Cards to this day.
Monogrammed badges were to briefly
reappear in the 1920s. Permission was specially
granted from Woking Urban District Council

for the club to use our present day town crest
in the early thirties, but it wasn't until 1958

that the town'’s crest actually appeared on

our shirts, courtesy of the Council awarding
the club badges for our player’s shirts and a
Woking town flag in recognition of the prestige
bestowed upon the town by winning the F.A
Amateur Cup in April 1958.

There have never been any hard and fast rules
on how the Woking shirt should be presented,
but predominantly from 1887 to present day
our shirts have been harlequin, i.e. alternate
cardinal and white front and back halved
shirts with “dark” (note not black) shorts and
socks, with there being a very slight preference
on the cardinal half being on the right hand
side as you look at the front of the shirt. The
earliest officially written specifications from

early 1930s members handbooks are cardinal
and white halved shirts with dark blue shorts
and this patriotic red, white and blue colour
combination was predominant from after the
Great War until around 1950, this was also the
last occasion that our shirts were displayed

as harlequin cardinal and white quarters — a
combination which proved quite popular during
our earlier years. The halves took an enforced
break from November 1964, they were seen as
old fashioned, often more difficult to source and
back in earlier times by the end of a season

the cardinal would quite often run into the
white half, often leaving us with magenta and
pink halves. The official reason for ditching

the iconic halves was that it was thought that
they would be difficult to see under our new
floodlights — in 1964 amongst the first in non-
league football - luckily, we saw the light and
the halves were to return. Black first appeared
on our halved shirt in 1985/86 (on the collar)
and returned to our collars when the halves
returned permanently in 1993 (apart from the
awful off the shelf Rotherham style kit of 2002).
Although black didn’t appear on the 1995/96
shirt and occasionally after, it now appears to
be a pretty regular feature on our ever-evolving
halved shirts, with quirky variations being the
rather attractive swirling halved shirts from 2012
to 2014 bringing our halves into our third century
of existence.
